In August, the Kern County Superintendent of Schools (KCSOS) Community Schools team, in
partnership with the Equity and Inclusion Department, facilitated the Cost of Poverty Experience

(COPE) for staff at the Rio Bravo-Greeley Union School District, a grantee of Kern County's Community
Schools initiative. The COPE simulation offers a profound exploration of the realities of poverty

through the perspective of actual families. The event also saw the participation of fellow Central Valley
Regional Technical Assistance Center (CV-RTAC) coordinators from Fresno.

One staff member reflected on the experience, stating, "Living in a state of survival is incredibly
stressful. It makes me angry. Accessing resources takes too long, and people aren’t very friendly. It

affects all aspects of my life, including family, work, and community."
